a. Legislation

· Water Services Act;

· National Environmental Management Act;

· Department of Trade and Industry to be encouraged to participate in this forum.

b. Standards

· SABS 0252 has been revised and has become a designers’ manual. We need to ensure that the content of our best practice guidelines concur with this standard (including usage volumes for design);

· SABS 0400. This group should encourage the development of this standard to compliment best practice and SABS 0252;

· The group reported that a Technical Standards Committee of SABS has been actively developing an energy efficiency labelling system;

· This group are encouraged to coordinate existing and future work in SABS, Agrément, etc and to provide links and information on activities within these forums;

· Links on this project web site should be included to point at the relevant SABS Standards on their web site;

· Model by-laws to be published on the site;

· Johannesburg by-laws to be included on the site.
